Public Questions

A resident raised about The Star and Garter as it has come to a standstill. Clir Bedi update
that is on hold due to a planning application change

A resident raised concerns about the Theale — Clir Smith updated that Planning enforcers
being called to the site and have tidied the site but no further change. Clir Smith will
continue to push for the Council to do what it can. The Council stated they have little power
there.

A resident raised about the Heathrow Gateway which has slowed down. Clir Babuta stated
that the Parish Council will try and engage with the owners and the Council.

A resident raised about the new Development Consult Order done by the Aura Group which
is presenting a different plan to the current Heathrow plan. The Resident stated that it would
potentially delay the decision which is concerning to residents who are planning for the
future. The resident asked the Parish Council to use whatever tools they have to help
ensure the decision for Heathrow is not delayed for the residents to start being able to plan
for the future. ClIr Babuta stated the Parish Council will do all it can to engage with the
partners and deliver for the residents.

A resident raised about the Windowboxes scheme which the resident felt was a waste of
money as all boxes are dead. Nobody is watering them and therefore is a waste of time and
money. Clir Smith stated that it is a Keep Britain Tidy Scheme which has been told to us
that the scheme is usually a successful scheme but residents were told they had to
watering the boxes. The project is ongoing and the council will monitor the situation.
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A resident raised the Paths around Colnbrook are disgusting, many disabled residents are
concerned about the Pavement around the Town. The Clerk informed that there is a Report
coming to the next Council meeting.

A resident raised concerns about a post knocked down at Budgens and a Lamppost at the
Roundabout been left for years. The Chair asked for these to be raised with the Council.

The Chair thanks, in his personal capacity and as a resident to Mr Peter Hood for his hard

work and commitment to the Village and Parish. Clir Babuta thanks Mr Hood as a resident
for his devotion to the Parish and its community.
